LEEDS MANOR RURAL
HISTORIC DISTRICT
NEARING APPROVAL

When CFFC’s proposal for a Rural His-
tonc Distnict covenng an area along Leeds
Manor Foad from Orlean to Markham
was rejected mn Jamuary by the Evalua-
tion Team at the Department of Histonic
Eesources in Richmond because there
was too much new development in the
area, the RHD Committee, along with
architectural histonnan Debra McClane
reworked the boundaries and submat-
ted them along with a new prelimmary
information form to the DHE. in Apnl

The hard work paid off and the new proposal
was approved by the Evaluation Team and
15 bemng recommended to the State Eeview
Board for a nommnation as a Rural Histone
Dhsinct. The new boundanes are located
in the Upper Piedmont of Virginia within
the valley created by Rattlesnake Mountain
on the west and Little and Big Cobbler on
the east. The distnct boundanes mn to the
north just past Kettle Rum and to the Rap-

pahannock Fiver on the southwest, and
largely follow Hume Road along the south.

PROTECTING OUR WATER
RESOURCES
Helping to Clean Up the Bay

Faugqumer County 15 fortunate to
have two major watersheds, the Potomac
and the Rappahannock Eivers, both of
which flow mnto the Chesapeake Bay.
However, arecent requurement of the State
of Virgima to protect the Chesapeake Bay
from further degradation has imposed
new limits on the amount of nuirents al-
lowed for wastewater discharge permuts
for nvers feeding mto the Chesapeake Bay.

These new discharge liits will
apply to Fauquer County’s three sewage
treatment plants m Marshall, Remington
and Vint Hill. The new permuts will re-
duce the amount of nitrogen from 8 mil-
higrams per liter (mg /1) to 4 mg /1. and the
amount of phosphorus from 3 mg /1. to 0.3
mg.l. This amounts to huge reductions
which must be met by 2010. It 1s the cost
of new equipment to treat the sewage to
meet these new limts which 15 the dnv-
mg force belund the mcrease m new tap
fees. The Water and Samtation Authonty
will be able to apply for state grants for
funding, but much of the cost will be bome
by developers and new home owners.
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
